talking to someone with a diagnosis of poor health, the progress of a hereditary disease 
or a sudden illness that requires life changes; I’ve heard them say, that this health crisis 
was “a gift” in their lives.  The acknowledgement of new limitations due to poor health 
or the certainty of terminal illness, can lead to “a very clear sense of focus” on things 
that are truly important.  It can also be a time when there is a sense of urgency to do 
things that “make a difference,” in the time that's been given. Some said that they are 
“more comfortable” with sharing their thoughts, opinions and beliefs, with someone 
else on their own journey in life.  This was what came to mind, when reading this weeks Gospel, a sort of “light came on”, 
where I was seeing Jesus’s life, in comparison with those that suffer in illness or loss. Jesus’s journey on earth was a jour-
ney much like someone facing “a limited time” from health challenges; with Jesus using His limited time on earth as the 
catalyst to focus His life/time on GOD’s purpose for Him.  Jesus’s purpose on earth was to “fulfil scripture” in everything 
He did.  Like many who see their illness as a gift, Jesus knew how short His time on earth was and He focused on “making 
a difference” with all those He came in contact with, by giving them the “gift of GOD”.  He stopped to talk, and share, and 
encourage others to think a new thought, live a new way, be a child of GOD.  Nothing held Him back, because He knew 
where this would all lead in the end.  Jesus’s days were filled with a great deal of activity, healings, preaching and travel-
ing from place to place.  Even with all of this, Jesus takes time to stop and pray, to reconnect to His purpose, to ponder 
His remaining days and refill on the focus of the message He needed to share.  Jesus didn’t get sidelined with the gossip 
of the town, the politics of the people or the MANY things that could have taken away His focus.  Jesus didn’t ask those 
around Him about their past or try to analyze the comings and goings of their lives. Instead Jesus talked about their fu-
ture, the purpose of GOD’s people on earth and He showed them what to do.   Many say, “if I just had a few more hours 
in the day, I could get so much more done”…..I have said that myself many times in the past.  However, sadly for a great 
many of us...it will take a “life experience”, a sudden loss, a diagnosis or an emergency that will bring us the focus so 
many of us desire on a day to day basis.  It takes an experience where we are fully aware of our “time on earth” and it 
causes us to become very aware of our mortality, before we start to look into what GOD’s purpose for us might be here 

on earth.  Jesus made a difference in the world, the kind of difference that is still discussed, 
argued, praised and glorified thousands of years later.  He made the difference because He 
was different, in everything He did, said and stood for.  He made a difference by focusing all 
He did, everyday, on the message of GOD.  In the same way that we have been asked by 
Archbishop Mancini to “propose to others the possibility of Jesus in their lives”, we can be 
like Jesus and make a difference in the lives of many, but sharing with the same urgency, 
passion and focus that comes from these life changing moments, and use the knowledge to 
make a difference in the lives of others.
